Have You Fed Your Wolf Lately?
February 10 – 13, 2008

The Parable of Two Wolves
An old Cherokee was teaching his young grandson one of life’s most important lessons.  He told the young boy the following parable:

“There is a fight going on inside each of us.  It is a terrible fight between two wolves,” he said.

One wolf is evil.  He is anger, rage, envy, regret, greed, arrogance, self-pity, resentment, lies, false pride, superiority, and ego.”

The second wolf is good.  He is joy, peace, love, hope, serenity, humility, kindness, empathy, truth, compassion, and faith.”

The grandson thought about this for a moment.  Then he asked his grandfather, “Which wolf will win this fight?

The old Cherokee simply replied, “The one you feed.”
Come and join us for four evenings where Father Michael will explore with us the role that storytelling plays in the history and theology of our Christian experience.  Sharing scenes from the life of Jesus, St. Francis, and the stories of the people of the village of Gubbio: a village that had to face the challenge of an imperfect world, and learn how to forgive and heal their Community; Father Michael will lead us through a study of the words of Jesus: the Lord’s prayer, to discover that The Lord’s prayer is really a call to live a consecrated life; a Eucharistic existence within today’s “crazy” world.

Fr. Michael Jennrich, OFM, is a Franciscan priest, and a native of Minneapolis, Minnesota. Father was ordained in 1987 from Catholic Theological Union in Chicago. Father holds a Master’s in Divinity, with a specialization in Word & Worship.  He also holds a Master’s Degree in Church Music & Liturgy from the Rensselear School of Church Music & Liturgy at St. Joseph’s College, Rensselear, Indiana. As well, he has a degree in Fiber Arts from Northern New Mexico Community College, El Rito, New Mexico.
Father Michael has served in a variety of ministries across the United States, including street ministry, parish ministry, and hospice chaplaincy.  He was a member of the Tau House Community in New Orleans, where he ministered to those infected and affected by HIV/Aids.  He is founder of and was director of La Foresta: a retreat and renewal center in the Jemez Mountains of Northern New Mexico, where he ministered to those who tend to the needs of the terminally ill.  Currently, Fr. Michael is a member of Our Lady the Angels Friary in Ava, Missouri, an inter-provincial prayer fraternity.

Father Jennrich has extensive and varied ministry experience, and, thus, will have much to offer to a diversity of God’s people.
