THE BREAD OF GOD: NURTURING A EUCHARISTIC IMAGINATION...Fr. Tony Kelly, C.SS.R.
The Eucharist has had many meanings for the People of God. Not so long ago, it was an awful Majesty worshiped from afar, approached only rarely. The saintly father, Pius X, invited his children to the table. With the ongoing action of the Spirit with the Church, we came closer and closer, until another saintly pontiff, John XXIII, helped break away the encrustations of centuries. Again, as in the early Church, the Eucharist means the People of God gathered around the table, eagerly entering into Communion, not only sacramentally, but with one another in reality. {Fr. As part of our commitment to the International Eucharistic Congress, and to the Eucharistic theme which threads itself through the liturgy and ministries of our parish, we are offering a spring scripture study/discussion/reflection based on Fr. Kelly's book. This study will require a less-intense commitment than some of our other scripture studies. We will meet in the parish hall from 10:00 – 11:00 AM for the next 10 Wednesdays; we will pre-read 1 chapter/week. We will share with one another our understandings of Eucharist as   experienced in our own faith journeys, and we will reflect on Fr. Kelly's presentation of Eucharist as a celebration of the centrality of our faith life as understood through the stories in Scripture.
Come and taste this spring study, on Wednesday, April 16th. Book may be picked up in Doreen's office. Suggested offering for the text is $12. For the 1st week's session, please read the 'Forward', the 'Preface', and Chapter 1.

 

During the week of the Eucharistic Congress [June 15th – 22nd], we will offer a 4-evening catechesis on the Eucharist as understood from Scripture and Tradition.
