'FIRST FRIDAYS' & EUCHARISTIC ADORATION 

As we grow in our appreciation of the breadth of the Eucharistic mystery, we grow in our awareness that "the celebration of the Eucharist in the sacrifice of the Mass is truly the origin and the purpose of the worship that is shown to the Eucharist outside Mass." {Eucharisticum Mysterium #3e} Public and private adoration of the Lord in the Blessed Sacrament is a form of worship which is distinct from the mass, but not isolated from it. 

To mark this distinction, the adoration of the Blessed Sacrament will be separated from the conclusion of the First Friday Mass by a half hour. We encourage everyone to go into the hall for the usual Coffee/Muffin Social and then to regroup in the church at 10:00 AM for Exposition of the Blessed Sacrament.

The opening hymn, also called the gathering hymn, should ‘gather, and welcome’.  Many perceive the opening procession as the grand entrance of the priest, and the song to accompany his entrance, rather than as the first act of worship by the assembly.  This is why the music continues as the procession reaches the sanctuary, allowing everyone, including the presider, to participate in a verse (or two!).  The gathering song is not just traveling music, but rather, is the prayer of the assembly.

“The entrance song should create an atmosphere of celebration.  It helps put the assembly in the proper frame of mind for listening to the Word of God.  It helps people to become conscious of themselves as a worshiping community.”
