EASTER SEASON 

The 7 weeks from Easter to Pentecost are celebrated as one great feast day. St. Athanasius called them "the great Sunday". Christians sing the 'Alleluia' during these days to show their rejoicing. 

On Sundays during the Easter season, the Church continues its catechesis to all who are baptized. The newly baptized have a special place in church, and are mentioned in both the homily and in the Prayer of the Faithful. 

By ancient tradition, the Old Testament is not read during Easter. When there are 3 readings, the 1st is taken from the Acts of the Apostles or Book of Revelation, and the 2nd from the Epistles.
