LET’S READ PAUL
2 Corinthians … follows a rather disruptive and choppy sequence.  The collection of letters or fragments of letters is hard to determine with accuracy.  Therefore, the primary goal of the person reading 2 Corinthians is to grasp its meaning.  This letter was preserved by the early church and read at liturgical gatherings.  This letter was written around 57 A.D. from Macedonia while Paul was on his 3rd missionary journey.

Corinth was a city on the narrow isthmus that connects the Greek mainland with the Peloponnesian peninsula.  It bordered on 2 seas – the Aegean Sea on the east, and the Adriatic Sea on the west.  Because it was a seaport, it was a very busy, colorful, and vice-ridden city.  The 1st century population was pluralistic, and the religious profile was varied.

Theological keys: Paul is concerned throughout 2 Corinthians to deny that humans possess God’s power and manipulate it at their will.  Paul knows that Christians live conformed to the cross of the Jesus Christ, afflicted with the burdens of life, but sustained by the grace of God.

Why was the letter written? To affirm Paul’s authenticity as an apostle; to  reaffirm Paul’s love and concern for the Christian community in Corinth; to praise the generosity of the Corinthian community towards other Christian communities, especially that in Jerusalem; to acknowledge that there is suffering associated with being a Christian.

Paul hears of dissensions and mistrust among the Christians in Corinth.  Some are questioning his authenticity as an apostle.  Paul is very offended by this accusation, and he responds very strongly and emotionally.  When Paul receives another letter from Corinth assuring him that all is well, and that they look forward to seeing Paul again, Paul is overjoyed.  He ends this letter with praise and love of the Corinthian community.

Paul’s correspondence with the Corinthians addresses the suffering and anxiety it takes to create a Christian community among diverse human beings.  There are tones of frustration, pain and suffering in Paul’s words, yet he does not wallow in these feelings.

Paul knows that the endeavor to build community is not merely a human endeavor, but is directed and supported by the Holy Spirit.  Paul’s hope and confidence rest in people’s fidelity to that power of the Spirit at work in our communities, and the fruits that will result from the labors of genuine Christian   action.  But for individuals/communities to bear fruit, Christians must be faithful to the model, Christ.  The path of the cross is the way God has chosen to initiate new life.  Thus, reading 2 Corinthians should bring us to a new realization and appreciation of the role of the cross in our Christian growth in holiness, both for ourselves as individuals, and for the communities to which we belong.
