LET’S READ PAUL

ROMANS

 

We are at the 3rd to last of Paul’s undisputed letters.  Compare the map locations of the letters’ destinations, and you will see that Paul covered a lot of territory!

 

Rome, called the Eternal City or the City of Seven Hills, in Paul’s day, was the capital and most important city in the Roman Empire.  The area was attractive because of its elevation above the marshy and malaria-plagued lowlands of the surrounding region.  Around 500 B.C., the Romans overthrew Etruscan domination [of 300 years] and established the Roman Republic.  The Republic lasted about 400 years, until the formation of the 1st Triumvirate in 60 B.C.  From that group, Julius Caesar emerged.  Rome became an enormous military power, and the acknowledged cultural center of the Mediterranean world.  After the assassination of Caesar, a 2nd Triumvirate was formed.  Caesar’s nephew, Octavian, emerged as the ruler of Rome – and he became the first emperor of Rome.  Paul was most likely born during the reign of Octavian, and he served as an apostle during the reigns of Tiberius, Caligula, Claudius, and Nero.
This letter was probably written between 56-58 A.D., from a location in Greece, most likely Corinth.  Paul was about to leave Greece and take to Jerusalem the money contributed by the Gentiles for the suffering church in Jerusalem.  After that, he hoped to visit Rome and meet the Christian community/ties there.

 

In striking ways, the letter to the Romans is distinct from Paul’s other letters.  It is addressed to a church/churches founded by neither Paul nor any of his missionary colleagues.  Paul had never visited the Roman community of Christians, yet he wrote them the longest of his preserved letters.  The tone of the letter is more formal, reflective, and neutral.  Paul’s style of writing is closer to that of 1st century Jewish apologetics than in his previous letters.  Paul uses early Christian traditional material in Romans that does not appear in his other letters.  This apostle’s reserved manner and balanced reflection in Romans on matters that he discusses in a more agitated state in other letters lead many to describe this letter as Paul’s most profound theological expression.

 

In his letter to Rome, Paul desires to lay out his gospel and its relevance for the believers in Rome.  In doing this, Paul takes up familiar themes that appeared in past letters – the law and Christ, Abraham, Adam and Christ, baptism, Christian service, and Christian relations.  Paul’s letter is an introduction of himself and his message, and is aimed at promoting harmony and ensuring a good reception for his ministry.
