Development and Peace is accepting donations for both emergency relief and long-term reconstruction in Sri Lanka. It has already sent $ 250,000 to partner Caritas Sri Lanka and will shortly be sending another 
$350,000, to help the 170,000 Sri Lankan Tamils who have fled the conflicted province of Vanni in Northern Sri Lanka to Government-run camps. Caritas Sri Lanka has access to all the camps and is currently providing cooked meals for 10,000 newly-arrived families, basic medical, social, and counselling services. Donations, as usual, can be made in two ways:
· Cheques can be made out and sent to the Parish (the preferred way), earmarked “D and P Emergency Sri Lanka,” where all cheques will be collected and sent to the Diocese (tax receipts will be issued by your parish) 
· Cheques can be made out end sent to the Diocese, earmarked “D and P Emergency Sri Lanka” (tax receipts will be issued by the Diocese)
